Horizons, Waikato, Bay of Plenty, Hawke's
Bay, Taranaki, Northland, Nelson, Otago
and Invercargill Regional and Unitary
Councils have joined together in a consor-
tium to introduce a new cross-boundary
ticketing system. Regional Integrated
Ticketing System (RITS) will allow pas-
sengers to check and top-up their balances
online. Passengers will be able to travel on
bus services provided by the nine regions
that are installing the system on the one
card.
